We continue to make food available for our parish-
ioners in need. 

During the following weeks of Lent, we wish to ask 
each household to bring one food item with them to 
Mass and place them in the baskets at the entrance 
alcove of church. This will help us greatly to prepare 
our monthly baskets especially with Easter coming. 

We are low on tomato sauce and spaghetti, cans of 
Chef Boyardee, chili, various beans, tuna, fruit and 
meat like chicken, Vienna sausage and spam. We are 
also very low on peanut butter and jelly. We regularly 
use packs of grits, oatmeal, ramen noodles, macaroni 
and cheese, rice and pasta mixes and regular size 
boxes or bags of cereal. We are also out of bags of 
beans and rice, soups and drinks like Kool aid, lem-
onade and tea bags.
